He played basketball, lettered for 
three years and was elected captain of the 
team in his junior year under Coach Bob 
Kehoe.  Elmo lettered two years in baseball, 
playing centerfield on the State Championship 
team in 1946.  He also played football for two 
years, as quarterback in his junior year and 
running back in his senior year.  He played on 
the 1949 Kentucky State Softball 
Championship Team with Joe Beck, a 1946 
inductee. 
 
Elmo went to college at Xavier University for 
two years, and then had to go to work for two 
years.  He entered the U.S. Army as a draftee in 1951 and, while on leave, married 
Audrey Kendall, a 1947 ANDP graduate.  They had a daughter, Susan, in 1954.  When 
he returned home, he entered Villa Madonna Evening College under the GI Bill and 
went for six years to become the school’s first night graduate.  Elmo worked as a 
marketing manager for the Bemis Company, a plastic packing company.

Dave is a 1977 graduate of Newport Catholic.  
His tenure at Newport Catholic earned Dave 
nine letters in football, wrestling, and track.  He 
was part of the District Champion football team 
in 1974 and who could not forget the heartbreak 
loss of the 1976 Breds to the eventual state 
champion Erlanger Lloyd in 1976.  His effort 
earned him all state honors and a two-way 
starting position in the East-West All-Star game.  
Dave also was an anchor in the 1977 Regional 
Wrestling Championship Team and was the 9th 
Region Champion at Heavyweight two 
consecutive years, 1976 and 1977.  At the state 
level, he placed third in the state in 1976 and 
state runner-up in 1977.  Dave also individually 
won 9th Region Champion honors in the shot put and discus in 1977 and medaled at the state 
meet in the discus.  Dave also excelled academically and was the valedictorian of the class of 
1977. 
 
Dave received a Bachelor of Science from Cornell University in Food Science.  There he 
lettered three years in football, while starting as defensive tackle all three years.  His senior 
year, he earned All-Ivy Honors and was voted Cornell Football Scholar-Athlete of the year in 
1980 
 
Dave continued his education at the University of Kentucky School of Medicine where he 
graduated with is M.D. with distinction in 1985.  He completed his residency in Orthopedic 
Surgery at St. Louis University in 1990, followed by his fellowship in Foot and Ankle Surgery at 
the University of Cincinnati in 1991. 
 
Dave has been in a private practice in Orthopedic Surgery in Washington, Missouri since 1991.  
He has remained a leader in his community by serving as his county Medical Society President, 
and president of a local community college foundation and a member of civic service boards.  
Dave recently was one of two people in the state of Missouri to be awarded the Missouri 
Community College Award of Distinction for his effort on a Scholarship Capital Campaign.

DAVE FAUST ~ 1977 
 

Dave attended NC from 1972 – 1976.  He ran cross-country 
and lettered four times.  He was named Cross Country team 
MVP his sophomore year.  He was a member of the 1976 
Regional Championship track team. 
 
Dave lettered four times in baseball and was a member of the 
1975 and 1976 9th Regional champs.  The team was a state 
semifinalist in 1975 and state runner-up in 1976.  
 
Dave was a member of the NC basketball team.  He lettered 
three times and played on the 1975 9th Region team.  His 
senior year he was named MVP, All 9th Region, and AP and 
Courier Journal All State Honorable Mention. 
 
After high school, Dave attended Thomas More College 
where he received his BA in Business Administration and 
Secondary Education.  Dave received his Masters in 
Education from Xavier University.  While at Thomas More, he 
lettered four years in basketball scoring 1,285 points and is 
currently ranked in the top ten for career assists with 344.  He 
was inducted into the Thomas More College Hall of Fame in 
2002.   
 
Dave’s basketball coaching career started as a freshmen coach at Newport.  He then 
came back to NCC from 1985 – 1992 where he was the Baseball and Varsity Basketball 
Coach.  Since 1992 he has been the head varsity basketball coach at St. Henry District 
High School.  Dave’s Crusader teams have won five 9th region All A Classic 
championships.  In 2003, his team captured the State All A Championship and the 
schools first ever 9th Region Championship earning a trip to the Kentucky Sweet 
Sixteen.  Coach Faust was named by the Associated Press Kentucky’s “Coach of the 
Year” for 2003. 
 
Dave is married to Karen Millay and has three children, Molly 22, Emily 19 and Adam 
17.  Dave’s comments regarding the NCC Hall of Fame induction are as follows:  “My 
four years at NC were four of the best years of my life.  I am very grateful for the 
education I received and very appreciative of my teachers and coaches who have 
helped me make it where I am today.  I am very humbled by this honor of being 
inducted into the Hall of Fame.”

Ken was a 1976 graduate of Newport Catholic, 
lettering 4 years in baseball and 3 years in 
basketball.  In baseball, he was on the All Region 
Team in ’74, ’75, and ’76.  He was MVP of the 
region in ’75 and ’76 and made the All State 
Tournament Team in ’75 and ’76.  NewCath went 
to the state finals in ’76 and lost to Owensboro 1 
to 0.  Ken’s senior batting average was 414, 39 
RBIs, 18 homeruns, and 106 at bat.  His senior 
pitching record was 10 wins, 1 lose, E.R.A 1.89, 
79 innings, and 118 strikeouts.  His junior year 
E.R.A. was 1.11.  
    
In basketball, Ken was on the 9th Regional 
Champs Team in ’74 and ’75 and on the All 
Region Team in ’75 and ‘76.  He made the 1,000 
point club in ’76, totaling 1,278 points, and made All State honorable mention in ‘76.  
Ken lettered 4 years in baseball at Morehead State University.  Morehead University 
won the Ohio Valley Conference in ’77.  Ken was on the All Conference Team in ‘78 
and made honorable mention in ’79 and ’80. 
Ken has been at Gold Medal for 20 years and has 2 children, Ryne (16) and Alysa (13).

Dave is a 1961 graduate of Central Catholic H. S. in 
Vincennes, Indiana where he lettered in baseball two 
years.  He joined the Christian Brothers after high school 
and earned his Bachelors degree at Christian Brothers 
College in Memphis in 1965 and his M.Ed. from Xavier 
University in 1971.  He started teaching at NC in 1965. 
    
He began coaching track in 1968 to 1975 at NC and was 
transferred to Kansas City, Mo. for three years where he 
coached track and cross country and started the girls 
cross country program.  He did not renew his vows in the 
Christian Brothers and returned to NC in 1978 until the 
present coaching Boys Track and Cross Country as well 
as starting Girls Cross Country and one year as Girls 
Track Coach. 
 
In his stint at KC, his Girls CC team was 1-20; Boys Cross 
Country teams were 170-93 and Boys Track was 139-
214-6.  At NC and NCC, Girls Track was 44-66-1, Girls 
CC 637-587, Boys Cross Country 1714-1481-1, and Boys 
Track 2404-1432-47. 
 
Dave was fortunate to have Girls CC Regional Champs in 1984; Boys CC Regional 
Runner-up in 1982 and Regional Champs in 1981; Boys Track Regional Runner-up in 
1996,1998,2003, Sectional Champs 1988,1989,1990 and Regional Champs in 
1988,1989,1990,1999, and 2004.  His Track teams also have won the KTCCCA Team 
Indoor State Title 4 times and the State Runner-up title 4 times. 
 
He has had the privilege and honor to coach 25 regional medalists in Cross Country of 
which 5 were regional runners-up and 2 were the regional champion; these individuals 
also included 13 state medalists including one state runner-up individual. 
 
In Track there have been 90 regional runners-up, 147 regional champions, 19 state 
runners-up and 15 state champions. 
 
He was NKHSGCA Coach of the Year in 1984, Ky. Post Coach of the Year in 1988 and 
1990, and KTCCCA Coach of the year in 1988 and 1989. 
 
Coaching has been great fun, joy, and entertainment watching young boys and girls 
develop into classy young men and women athletes.  It is a great honor for me to be 
inducted into the NCCHS Hall of Fame.  I accept the honor for all the young men and 
women who made it possible, for they are the reason I am here.

Jim also played basketball at Newport Catholic and excelled 
in that sport also.  He received a basketball scholarship to 
Villa Madonna (Thomas More College), but was only able to 
play 1 year due to his enlistment into the United States Air 
Force.  He played on the basketball team for the U.S. Air Force during his enlistment. 
 
Jim was the “official” announcer for the Newport Catholic Thoroughbreds for over 30 years, 
announcing hundreds of basketball games. 
 
Jim worked for the General Electric Company for over 35 years before retiring as a manager of 
Data Systems Operations in 1991.  He has been married to his beautiful wife Dolores for 53 
years.  They have five children, all of whom attended, Newport Catholic, Our Lady of 
Providence or Newport Central Catholic.  He currently has 13 grandchildren and 5 great-grand 
children. 
 
Jim has been a very active member of St. Therese Church in Southgate for over 45 years.  His 
involvement at St. Therese is admirable.  He coached at St. Therese for over 30 years – and at 
one time or another has coached all of his children.
