If you have the means to cover the full amount, 
consider a tax deductible donation for at least the difference.  The efforts and extra 
donations of many are required to maintain things that we have and add things that we 
need.  Please continue to make NCC a priority for your generosity. 

This is a great spot in my letter to thank you the families of NCC for all the love 
and support you give the students and us here at school.
