| came away from that week feeling great about my crossing with these two souls
and energized that this was the kind of life and death | wanted for me and those | love.
So | wish you all such a great life and ultimately death, but most of all | encourage you
to pursue God and love and not money and possessions. It was a glorious pursuit for
at least two very good people.

Governor’s Scholars Program

This program offers students who apply and gain admission the opportunity for
challenging and rewarding academic experience in a 5 week summer program on one
of our State’s college campuses. The students who apply must write essays, get letters
of recommendation and submit achievements. The students are chosen from among
hundreds that apply from around the State of Kentucky. Congratulations to this years
Governor’s Scholars: Kelsay Froendhoff, Ross Goetz, Chris Grosser, and De  vin
Klaserner.

Governor's School for the Arts

The Kentucky Center Governor’s School for the Arts provides hands-on arts
opportunities for the state’s talented high school students who are dancers, actors,
musicians, creative writers, future architects or visual artists. GSA’s primary
components include a three-week summer residency program, regional arts workshops
and master classes, College and Career day and an artist roster of performing and
visual artists made up of GSA alumni. Utilizing distinguished professional and teaching
artists, students are immersed in a rigorous curriculum and supportive learning
environment that allows them to explore the discipline and freedom of the creative
process.

Over 1,300 students (sophomores and juniors) audition for GSA each year at four sites
across Kentucky. Each spring, approximately 240 students are selected for GSA, an
honor which includes: full tuition, room and board to attend the school (valued at
$2800); the opportunity to learn in a supportive community of distinguished master-
teachers; the chance to audition for scholarships before the nation’s top colleges and
universities; the excitement of performing at the Student Performance Festival at the
conclusion of the program.

This year, the art department is pleased to announce that we have added to our already
impressive list of students who have been selected over the years to participate in this
wonderful program. They will receive the scholarships that inevitably result as a
consequence. In the discipline of Visual Art, two students were selected, juniors
Andrew Krebs and Zach Thompson . In Musical Theatre, GSA has chosen Will
Brannen, AKA “The Tin Man”, “Billy”, and “Gaston”, for those of you familiar with the

Students Visit Supreme Court

Burke Beiting, Michael Enzweiler, Mr. Pete Hunt, (NC 1943, Michael's grandfather) and
Mr. Morgan were privileged to attend the Supreme Court session at Northern Kentucky
University on April 16th. At this session the Court heard oral arguments for three
different cases.

Burke and Michael are thinking about the law as a profession and were very interested
in observing not just the Court, but the presentation by the lawyers. Both Burke and
Michael stated that what was really interesting to them was how the justices would ask
guestions of the lawyers during their arguments and how well prepared the lawyers
were when they responded.



Both Burke and Michael were really impressed with the justices. They were able to
meet them prior to the session and talked with them informally. Much of the discussion
focused on law schools and the procedure of the Supreme Court hearing a case.

It was really an informative and exciting experience to actually view the Supreme Court
hear arguments, watch the interaction between the justices and lawyers, and then be
able to ask questions of the justices after the cases were heard.
