By the time you read this, those parents who have sons or daughters taking chemistry this
trimester already know that Mr. Franzen is back. The rest may wonder where he has been.
On August 27 Deacon Jerry Franzen had quintuple cardiac bypass surgery. Five places in the
blood vessels around his heart were found to be significantly blocked so that the heart in these
areas was not getting a sufficient supply of blood. Vessels were either rerouted or taken from
his legs to bypass the blockages and provide the necessary blood supply downstream of them.
It was not an emergency procedure, but it had to be done and the sooner the better. It just
happened to coincide with the beginning of the school year.

Jerry came in to visit several times, especially to test the stairs t the third floor. Jerry has been
following the surgeon’s orders regarding rest, exercise and diet and he is now back teaching
chemistry as of October 6. He will still have to take it easy and avoid strenuous activities, but



teaching doesn't usually fall in that realm. He thanks all for their prayers and there expressions
of concern.
